1. Rules: The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined by the Racing Rules of Sailing
including US Sailing Prescriptions 2009-2012, the current ICSA Procedural Rules, the Collegiate
Class Dinghy Rules, the General Conditions for ICSA Championships, the Conditions for the Coed
Dinghy Championship, and this Notice of Race, except as any of these are modified by the Sailing
Instructions.

2. Boats: The event will be held in Collegiate 420s as provided by the host with sails donated by
North Sails.

3. Eligibility: All entrants must meet ICSA eligibility requirements. All entrants must have qualified
from a National Semi-Final elimination event according to the Conditions for the Coed Dinghy
Championship.

4. Fees: The entry fee is $150 per team and includes banquet tickets for up to 6 competitors.
Additional banquet tickets are available for $35 a ticket. It is highly encouraged that you reserve
extra banquet tickets in advance of the event at the event website to avoid a potential shortage

of tickets.
